 In January the 10pm Wednesday hour BOONE COUNTY MONTHLY alternated between the recorded meeting of the Zionsville Town Council and the programs of Boone County musicians and storytellers along with updates on Zionsville Library activities and other community events. One group of musicians was the VICAR'S BEARD, 4 Zionsville High School students performing live in the WITT studies with their music and being interviewed about their careers and activities. Each of the above shows was repeated once in the month.
  
In February again the hour long program The BOONE COUNTY MONTHLY alternated between the recorded meeting of the Zionsville Town Council with a program of music and storytellers from Boone County and updates on community events and activities.
